If you cannot attend two rehearsals, there 
may still be an opportunity to dance, and 
we certainly need people to carry banners— 
one front and one rear—and to hand out 
cards.

• New club T shirt (see below) or old 

BLACK club T-shirt or plain BLACK 
T-shirt.

• Black shorts.
Please make every effort to follow this code. 
Wear a hat (of your own choosing) to keep 
cool.
